Job of crew is to look out of the airplane for other aircraft of obstructions. Don't assume that the pilot sees what you see.

If another pilot is in right seat prior to leaving the ground make sure which pilot will take over in case of an emergency in flight.

Point out location of fire extinguisher
 Emergency Landing

1. 
If you have an emergency in the air we will locate the best place to land.
2. 
Make sure all seat belts are secure. If you have a coat or pillow put it over your face(passengers) prior to touching down.
3. 
The fire extinguisher is under the pilots seat.
4. 
Prior to landing crack the doors open.
5. 
On landing go out through doors-windows or luggage compartment.
6. 
Stay away from the aircraft unless you can help those inside without hurting yourself.
